AC Power

The COLORdash Batten H12X IP has an auto-ranging power supply, and it can work with an input voltage
range of 100 to 240 VAC, 50/60 Hz.

To determine the product’s power requirements (circuit breaker, power outlet, and wiring), use the current
value listed on the label affixed to the product’s back panel, or refer to the product’s specifications chart.
The listed current rating indicates the product’s average current draw under normal conditions.

¢ Always connect the product to a protected circuit (a circuit breaker or fuse). Make sure
é the product has an appropriate electrical ground to avoid the risk of electrocution or fire.

To eliminate unnecessary wear and improve its lifespan, during periods of non-use
completely disconnect the product from power via breaker or by unplugging it.

DMX controller.

The COLORdash Batten H12X IP uses a 3- or 5-pin DMX data connection for the 6CH, 8CH, 9CH, 13CH,
14CH, 42CH, 47CH, or 59CH DMX personalities.

Remote Device Management

Remote Device Management, or RDM, is a standard for allowing DMX-enabled devices to communicate
bi-directionally along existing DMX cabling. Check the DMX controller’'s User Manual or with the
manufacturer, as not all DMX controllers have this capability. The COLORdash Batten H12X IP supports
RDM protocol that allows feedback to make changes to menu map options.
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Master/Slave Connectivity

The Master/Slave mode allows a COLORdash Batten H12X IP (the master) to control one or more
COLORdash Batten H12X IP products (the slaves) without a DMX controller. One

COLORdash Batten H12X IP becomes the master when running an auto program or by being in Static mode.
Each slave’s control panel must be configured to operate in Slave mode. During Master/Slave operation,
the slaves will operate in unison with the master.

DO NOT connect a DMX controller to products operating in Master/Slave mode. The DMX
controller signals may interfere with the signals from the master.

The Operation section of this manual provides detailed instructions on how to configure
the master and slaves.

Mounting

Orientation

* Make sure that the structure or surface onto which the product is being mounted can support the
product’s weight.

Procedure

Product Maintenance
